The Issuer is the parent entity of a group of companies including Morgan Stanley & Co. International plc
("MSIP") and all of its subsidiary and associated undertakings ("MSIP Group"). The principal activity of the
MSIP Group is the provision of financial services to corporations, governments and financial institutions. MSIP
operates globally with a particular focus in Europe. It operates branches in the Dubai International Financial
Centre, the Netherlands, Poland, the Qatar Financial Centre, South Korea and Switzerland. As a key contributor
to the execution of the Morgan Stanley Group's Institutional Securities global strategy, the MSIP Group provides
capital raising; financial advisory services, including advice on mergers and acquisitions, restructurings, real estate
and project finance; corporate lending; sales, trading, financing and market-making activities in equity and fixed
income products, including foreign exchange and commodities; and investment activities.

MSIP is wholly and directly owned by Morgan Stanley Investments (UK). The ultimate parent undertaking and
controlling entity is Morgan Stanley.

1.2.2  What are the key risks that are specific to the Issuer?
Risks Relating to MSIP

Holders of Securities issued by MSIP bear the credit risk of MSIP, that is the risk that MSIP is not able to meet
its obligations under the Securities, irrespective how any principal or other payments under the Securities are to
be calculated. If MSIP is not able to meet its obligations under the Securities, then that would have a significant
negative impact on the investor’s return on the Securities and an investor may lose its entire investment.

The following key risks affect Morgan Stanley and since Morgan Stanley is the ultimate holding company of
MSIP, also impact MSIP.

Risks relating to the financial situation of Morgan Stanley

Morgan Stanley’s results of operations may be materially affected by market fluctuations and by global and
economic conditions and other factors, including changes in asset values. Holding large and concentrated positions
may expose Morgan Stanley to losses. These factors may result in losses for a position or portfolio owned by
Morgan Stanley. Morgan Stanley’s results of operations have been, and will likely continue to be, adversely
affected by the COVID-19 pandemic.

Morgan Stanley is exposed to the risk that third parties that are indebted to it will not perform their obligations,
as well as that a default by a large financial institution could adversely affect financial markets. Such factors give
rise to the risk of loss arising when a borrower, counterparty or issuer does not meet its financial obligations to
Morgan Stanley.

Liquidity is essential to Morgan Stanley’s businesses and Morgan Stanley relies on external sources to finance a
significant portion of its operations. Morgan Stanley’s borrowing costs and access to the debt capital markets
depend on its credit ratings. Morgan Stanley is a holding company, has no operations and depends on dividends,
distributions and other payments from its subsidiaries. Further, Morgan Stanley’s liquidity and financial condition
have in the past been, and in the future could be, adversely affected by U.S. and international markets and
economic conditions. As a result of the foregoing, there is a risk that Morgan Stanley will be unable to finance its
operations due to a loss of access to the capital markets or difficulty in liquidating its assets.

Risks relating to the operation of Morgan Stanley's business activities

Morgan Stanley is subject to operational risks, including a failure, breach or other disruption of its operations or
security systems or those of Morgan Stanley's third parties (or third parties thereof), which could adversely affect
its businesses or reputation. A cyber-attack, information or security breach or a technology failure could adversely
affect Morgan Stanley’s ability to conduct its business, manage its exposure to risk or result in disclosure or
misuse of confidential or proprietary information and otherwise adversely impact its results of operations, liquidity
and financial condition, as well as cause reputational harm.

Morgan Stanley's risk management strategies, models and processes may not be fully effective in mitigating its
risk exposures in all market environments or against all types of risk. Further, expected replacement of London
Interbank Offered Rate and replacement or reform of other interest rates could adversely affect Morgan Stanley’s
business, financial condition and results of operations.
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Legal, Regulatory and Compliance Risk

Morgan Stanley is subject to the risk of legal or regulatory sanctions, material financial loss including fines,
penalties, judgments, damages and/or settlements, or loss to reputation it may suffer as a result of its failure to
comply with laws, regulations, rules, related self-regulatory organization standards and codes of conduct
applicable to its business activities. Morgan Stanley is also subject to contractual and commercial risk, such as the
risk that a counterparty’s performance obligations will be unenforceable. Additionally, Morgan Stanley is subject
to anti-money laundering, anti-corruption and terrorist financing rules and regulations.

Other risks relating to Morgan Stanley's business activities

Morgan Stanley faces strong competition from other financial services firms, which could lead to pricing pressures
that could materially adversely affect its revenue and profitability. Further, automated trading markets may
adversely affect Morgan Stanley’s business and may increase competition.

Morgan Stanley is subject to numerous political, economic, legal, tax, operational, franchise and other risks as a
result of its international operations (including risks of possible nationalization, expropriation, price controls,
capital controls, exchange controls, increased taxes and levies and other restrictive governmental actions, as well
as the outbreak of hostilities or political and governmental instability) which could adversely impact its businesses
in many ways. The United Kingdom’s withdrawal from the EU could adversely affect Morgan Stanley.

Morgan Stanley may be unable to fully capture the expected value from acquisitions, divestitures, joint ventures,
minority stakes or strategic alliances.

The application of regulatory requirements and strategies in the United States or other jurisdictions to facilitate
the orderly resolution of large financial institutions may pose a greater risk of loss for Morgan Stanley’s
securityholders and subject Morgan Stanley to other restrictions.

The existence of substantial inter-relationships (including the provision of funding, capital, services and logistical
support to or by MSIP, as well as common or shared business or operational platforms or systems, including
employees) between MSIP and other Morgan Stanley Group companies exposes MSIP to the risk that factors
which could affect the business and condition of Morgan Stanley or other companies in the Morgan Stanley Group
may also affect the business and condition of MSIP.
